4. MOUNTING OPTIONS

If there isn't an existing UL listed mounting box,
then read the following instructions. Disconnect
the power by removing fuses or turning off
circuit breakers.

Secure the outlet box directly to the building
structure. Use appropriate fasteners and
building materials. The outlet box and its
support must be able to fully support the
moving weight of the fan (at least 35 Ibs). Do
not use plastic outlet boxes.

Figures 1 and 2 are examples of different ways
to mount the outlet box.

To hang your fan where there is an existing
fixture but no ceiling joist, you may need an
installation hanger bar as shown in Figure 3.

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5. HANGING THE FAN

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the
steps below to hang your fan properly:

1. Slide the decorative ring down and through the
motor. (Fig. 4)

2. Attach the mounting bracket to the outlet box
using the two screws and washers provided with
the outlet box. For best performance be sure the
mounting bracket is level and secured firmly
against the ceiling. You may need to insert
additional washers (not provided) between the
outlet box and mounting bracket to make it level.

3. Lift fan into position by hanging the motor
assembly onto the hook from the mounting
bracket allowing it to hang freely (Fig. 6).

6. MAKE THE ELECTRICAL
CONNECTIONS

NOTE: Your fan has included as standard
equipment two types of controls: a hand held
remote control and a wall mounted wall control.
You may use both as long as both controls
paired with the fan. Please refer page 9 and 12
regarding programming the remote with fan.

Disconnect the power at the electrical box.
Follow the steps below to connect the fan to
your household wiring. Use the wire connecting
nuts supplied with your fan. Secure the
connectors with electrical tape. Make sure there
are no loose strands or connections.

1. Connect the fan supply (black) wire to the
black household supply wire as shown in Fig. 7.

2. Connect the neutral fan (white) wire to the
white neutral household wire. (Fig. 7)

3. Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the
household ground wire.

4. Check the plug with multiple colored wires is
making proper contact.

5. After all splices are made, check to make
sure there are no loose strands. As an
additional precaution we suggest to secure the
plastic wire connectors to the wires with
electrical tape.

7. FINISHING THE
INSTALLATION

1. Move fan motor into position over the four
mounting holes and secure with the four screws
provided. The safety support is provided to
prevent the fan from falling. Secure the safety
cable securely onto the hook. (Fig. 8)

2. Raise up decrotive ring and line up the four
tabs with the four grooves on the motor housing.
Once lined up, slide the decrotive ring up to the
motor housing until snug. (Fig. 9)

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8. ATTACHING THE
MOUNTING PLATE

1. Remove 1 of the 3 screws from the mounting
ring and keep it for future use. Loosen the other
2 screws. (Do not remove)

2. Place the key holes on the mounting plate
over the 2 screws previously loosened from the
mounting ring, turn mounting plate until it locks
in place at the narrow section of the key holes.
Secure by tightening the 2 screws previously
loosened and the one previously removed. (Fig.

Loosen the
other 2 screws. (Do not remove)

2. Raise and hold the LED light kit close to the
mounting plate and proceed to do the wire
connections. Make the 2-pin wire connections:

3. Place the key holes on the LED light kit over
the 2 screws previously loosened from the
mounting plate, turn LED light kit until it locks in
place at the narrow section of the key holes.
Secure by tightening the 2 screws previously
loosened and the one previously removed. (Fig.
13)

13. PROGRAMMING YOUR
FAN AND OPERATING
THE REMOTE CONTROL

Before programming takes place, fan must be
fully assembled and mounted to the ceiling
with blades attached. You must also choose
which control you will be using for
programming the fan, the remote or the wall
control. No other wall control should be used
with this fan but that whichwas included. Using
another wall control other than ours will
damage your fan and void your warranty.

SETTING UP THE TRANSMITTER

NOTE: Please go through remote learning process
before use.

1. Remove the battery cover by pressing firmly on the
arrow and sliding the cover off.

2. Install two 1.5V AAA batteries (included). Replace
the battery cover on the remote control.

LEARNING PROCESS

IMPORTANT: If you have two or more fans, please
follow steps below to control each fan independently.
Also follow steps below to re-pair the remote and the
receiver when needed.

1. Ensure AC power to the fan is OFF to begin the
learning process.

2. Turn the fan’s AC power ON.

3. Within 30 seconds of turning AC power on, press
and release the "(" button five seconds to enter the
learning function. The down light of your fan, if
applicable, will blink twice, and the fan will
automatically begin to operate and start to rotate in
counterclockwise direction and on the highest RPM
for 1 minutes. When counterclockwise rotation has
finished, the fan will automatically reverse to
clockwise direction again to the highest RPM for 1
minutes. Fan will shut off when the self-calibration
test has finished. The total self-calibration test will last
about 2 minutes.

The fan will now accept commands from the added
remote.

4. With the power on, press and hold the "(}" button
10-15 seconds to clear the remotes memory from
your fan.

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NOTE: If the self calibration test failed, turn the AC power off; restore power and process the self
calibration test again.

NOTE: During self calibration test, the remote and the wall control are non-functional.

NOTE: The learning frequency function and self calibration test will continue to retain the last set
frequency and calibration set even when the AC power is shut off. If the frequency is changed the
self calibration test will occur again.

This receiver provides the following protective function:

1. Lock Rotor Position: The DC motor has a built-in safety against a stalled or locked rotor condition
(stalled blade rotation). If there is an obstruction or fault with the motor, the current monitoring
function will automatically turn power off to the motor after 30 seconds. Remove the obstruction and
turn the AC power off. Restore power and re-start fan motor.

2. Over 80W protection: When the receiver detects motor power consumption which is greater than

80W, the receiver power will be stopped and operation will immediately discontinue. Wait for 5
seconds and then turn the receiver power back on.

14. PROGRAMMING YOUR
FAN AND OPERATING
THE WALL CONTROL

1. INSTALLING THE WALL TRANSMITTER

a. Remove the existing wall plate and the old
switch from the wall outlet box. Wire nut the
BLACK leads (hot) together and push back inside
the outlet box. (Fig. 18)

b. Carefully tuck the wire connections inside the
outlet box. Use the screws provided to secure the
wall transmitter and wall plate to the outlet box.
(Fig. 19)

2. SETTING UP THE TRANSMITTER

Remove the panel from the transmitter and then
install one 23A/12V battery (included). To prevent
damage to transmitter, remove the battery if not use
for long periods of time. (Fig. 20)

LEARNING PROCESS

16. CARE OF YOUR FAN

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain your fan

1. Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose. Check the support
connections, brackets, and blade attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. (It is not
necessary to remove fan from ceiling.)

2. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Use only a soft
brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to
minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use water when cleaning. This could damage the
motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock.

3. You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood blades for additional protection and
enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a light application of shoe polish.

4. There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated bearings.
IMPORTANT: MAKE SURE THE POWER IS OFF AT THE ELECTRICAL PANEL BOX BEFORE

YOU ATTEMPT ANY REPAIRS. REFER TO THE SECTION "MAKING ELECTRICAL
CONNECTIONS".

. Check circuit fuses or breakers.
. Check line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections in the switch

housing. CAUTION: Make sure main power is off.

. Check that the battery of the remote is functional.
. Check to make sure all receiver plugs are connected at top of motor.
. Re-do steps for programming on page 9.

. Make sure all motor housing screws are snug.
. Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub is tight.
. Make sure wire nut connections are not rubbing against each other or the interior

wall of the switch housing. CAUTION: Make sure main power is off.

Allow a 24-hour "breaking-in" period. Most noise associated with a new fan
disappear during this time.

Some fan motors are sensitive to signals from solid-state variable speed controls. If
you have installed this type of control, choose and install another type of control.
Make sure the upper canopy is a short distance from the ceiling. It should not touch
the ceiling.

. Do not connect the fan to a wall mounted variable speed control. Use our

proprietary provided wall control.

. Make sure the dip switches are set correctly.

. Check that all blade and blade arm screws are secure.
. Most fan wobbling problems are caused when blade levels are unequal. Check this

level by selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the blades. Measure
this distance. Rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned for measurement.
Repeat for each blade. The distance deviation should be equal within 1/8".

If the blade wobble is still noticeable, interchanging two adjacent (side by side)
blades can redistribute the weight and possibly result in smoother operation.

WARNING: TO REDUCE THE RISK OF PERSONAL INJURY, DO NOT BEND THE
BLADE ARM WHILE INSTALLING, BALANCING THE BLADES, OR CLEANING
