3. SAFETY RULES

1. To reduce the risk of electric shock, insure
electricity has been turned off at the circuit
breaker or fuse box before beginning.

2. All wiring must be in accordance with the
National Electrical Code and local electrical
codes. Electrical installation should be
performed by a qualified licensed electrician.

3. WARNING: To reduce the risk of electrical
shock and fire, do not use this fan with any
solid-state fan speed control device.

5. HANGING THE FAN

REMEMBER to turn off the power. Follow the
steps below to hang your fan properly.

1. Remove the decorative canopy bottom cover
from the canopy by turning the cover counter
clockwise. (Fig. 5)

2. Remove the hanger bracket from the canopy by
removing the 1 of 2 screws from the bottom of the
hanger bracket and loosening the other one a half
turn from the screw head. Next, turn the canopy
counter clockwise to removing the hanger bracket
from the canopy. (Fig. 5)

3. Secure the hanger bracket to the ceiling outlet
box using screws and washers included with your
outlet box. (Fig. 6)

4. Loosen the two set screws and remove the hitch
pin and lock pin from the central shaft/top coupling
of the motor assembly. Doing so will allow the
down rod to enter the central shaft. (Fig. 7)

5. Route wires exiting from the top of the fan motor
through the coupling cover, canopy cover and
canopy and then through the ball/downrod. (Fig. 7)

6. Align the holes at the bottom of the downrod
with the holes in the collar on top of the motor
housing. Carefully insert the hitch pin through the
holes in the collar and downrod. Be careful not to
jam the pin against the wiring inside the downrod.
Insert the lock pin through the hole near the end of
the hitch pin until it snaps into its locked position.

(Fig. 7)

Warning/Caution: Failure to properly install lock
pin as noted in step 6 could result in fan loosening
and possibly falling.

7. Tighten two set screws on top of the fan motor
firmly.

8. Now lift the motor assembly into position and
place the hanger ball into the hanger bracket.
Rotate down rod until the "Check Tab" has dropped
into the "Registration Slot" and the down rod and
ball assembly seat firmly. The down rod and ball
assembly should not rotate if this is done correctly.

9. An additional safety support is provided to
prevent the fan from falling. Secure the safety cable
to the ceiling joist with screw and washer. (Fig. 8)

6. MAKE THE ELECTRIC
CONNECTIONS

NOTE: Your fan has included as standard
equipment two types of controls: a hand held
remote control and a wall mounted wall control.
You may use both as long as both controls
paired with the fan. Please refer page 9 and 11
regarding programming the remote with fan.

Disconnect the power at the electrical box.
Follow the steps below to connect the fan to
your household wiring. Use the wire connecting
nuts supplied with your fan. Secure the
connectors with electrical tape. Make sure there
are no loose strands or connections.

1. Connect the fan supply (black) wire to the
black household supply wire as shown in Fig. 9.

2. Connect the neutral fan (white) wire to the
white neutral household wire. (Fig. 9)

3. Connect the fan ground wire (green) to the
household ground wire.

4. Check the plug with multiple colored wires is
making proper contact.

5. After all splices are made, check to make
sure there are no loose strands. As an
additional precaution we suggest to secure the
plastic wire connectors to the wires with
electrical tape.

7. FINISHING THE
INSTALLATION

1. Tuck connections neatly into ceiling outlet
box.

2. Slide the canopy up to hanger bracket and
place the key hole on the canopy over the screw
on the hanger bracket, turn canopy until it locks
in place at the narrow section of the key holes.
(Fig. 10)

3. Align the circular hole on canopy with the
remaining hole on the hanger bracket, secure by
tightening the two set screws. Note: Adjust the
canopy screws as necessary until the canopy
and canopy cover are snug.

WARNING: Make sure tab at bottom of hanger
bracket is properly seated in groove of hanger
ball before attaching canopy to bracket. Failure
to properly seat tab in groove could cause
damage to electrical wiring.

INSTALLING THE FAN HOUSING

Raise the fan housing up against the mounting
plate. The four supports inside the fan housing
should be placed against the four studs on the
mounting plate. Twist the fan housing clockwise
until snug. (Fig. 11)

8. ATTACHING THE FAN
BLADES

1. Fasten blade to motor using the flat washers,
lock washers and screws supplied. (Fig. 12)

2. Repeat process with other blades. Tighten
each screw and make sure the blade is straight.

9. ATTACHING THE
MOUNTING PLATE

Step 1. Remove 1 of the 3 screws from the
mounting ring and keep it for future use. Loosen
the other 2 screws. (Do not remove)

Step 2. Place the key holes on the mounting plate
over the 2 screws previously loosened from the
mounting ring, turn mounting plate until it locks in
place at the narrow section of the key holes.
Secure by tightening the 2 screws previously
loosened and the one previously removed. (Fig. 14)

10. INSTALLING THE LIGHT

3. Place the key holes from the light kit over the 2
screws previously loosened from the mounting
plate, turn the light kit until it locks in place at the
narrow section of the key holes. Secure by
tightening the 2 screws previously loosened and
the one previously removed. (Fig. 15)

4. Raise the glass shade assembly up against the
mounting plate. The three slots inside the mounting
plate should be placed against the three studs on
the glass shade assembly, and secure it to the
mounting plate until snug.

5. If installing the optional metal light cover, make
sure is securely tighten.

NOTE: The metal light cover included with your
fan is an option to replace the glass for the light in
the event that you prefer not to use the light
feature of your fan. The metal light cover is not
necessary for the light operation; it can be saved
for later use if desired.

14. CARE OF YOUR FAN

Here are some suggestions to help you maintain your fan

1. Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose. Check the support
connections, brackets, and blade attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. (It is not
necessary to remove fan from ceiling.)

2. Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Use only a soft
brush or lint-free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The plating is sealed with a lacquer to
minimize discoloration or tarnishing. Do not use water when cleaning. This could damage the
motor, or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock.

3. You can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood blades for additional protection and
enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a light application of shoe polish.

4. There is no need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently lubricated bearings.
IMPORTANT: MAKE SURE THE POWER IS OFF AT THE ELECTRICAL PANEL BOX BEFORE

YOU ATTEMPT ANY REPAIRS. REFER TO THE SECTION "MAKING ELECTRICAL
CONNECTIONS".

. Check circuit fuses or breakers.
. Check line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections in the switch

. Check that the battery of the remote is functional.
. Check to make sure all receiver plugs are connected at top of motor.
. Re-do steps for programming on page 9.

. Make sure all motor housing screws are snug.
. Make sure the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub is tight.
. Make sure wire nut connections are not rubbing against each other or the interior

wall of the switch housing. CAUTION: Make sure main power is off.

. Allow a 24-hour "breaking-in" period. Most noise associated with a new fan

disappear during this time.

. Some fan motors are sensitive to signals from solid-state variable speed controls. If

you have installed this type of control, choose and install another type of control.

. Make sure the upper canopy is a short distance from the ceiling. It should not touch

the ceiling.

. Do not connect the fan to a wall mounted variable speed control. Use our

proprietary provided wall control.

. Make sure the dip switches are set correcily.

. Check that all blade and blade arm screws are secure.
. Most fan wobbling problems are caused when blade levels are unequal. Check this

level by selecting a point on the ceiling above the tip of one of the blades. Measure
this distance. Rotate the fan until the next blade is positioned for measurement.
Repeat for each blade. The distance deviation should be equal within 1/8".

If the blade wobble is still noticeable, interchanging two adjacent (side by side)
blades can redistribute the weight and possibly result in smoother operation.
